Health and Emergency Plans

For early care and education settings and 

when caring for children in out-of-school time

A Health Plan in the early care and education or school-age care setting is a planning document which outlines the child’s specific needs, the strategies needed to support the child’s needs in the program, the responsibility of staff/ providers, and the training and resources needed.  The plan also offers details of “what to do if…” including the plan if all staff trained to provide care or a procedure are absent.

The goal of this planning is to ensure the safety and appropriate care of the child and safety of the staff while providing health-related services in the childcare or out-of-school time setting.

The following steps should be taken to prepare for a child with special health needs:

1. Form a planning team to gather all necessary information.

2. Develop a health plan

3. Prepare documentation (including emergency plan)

4. Prepare and train staff

5. Prepare and modify the environment

The “Topic Sheets” provide recommendations for training.  Indirect training means written resources, videos, etc. where direct training means hands on direct training specific to the child.
